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Stand Firm in Your Faith. 
This scripture reference is given through the prophet Isaiah to encourage King 
Ahaz who was leading Judah, and remind him where his victory really came 
from. Ahaz refused to join in an alliance with the kings of Israel and Aram who 
were plotting against Assyria. This led Israel and Aram to turn their sights to 
overtaking Judah as well. On their own, Judah would never be able to fight off 
the joined forces against them. The prophet  Isaiah was called to encour-
age Ahaz to continue to stand firm in his faith and believe God 
would deal with both nations in His own way and in His own timing. 
In fact, Isaiah gave Ahaz a timeframe as to when Ephraim (part of northern 
Israel), would be too shattered to be a people, which was 65 years.  (verse 8).  
King Ahaz had a choice to make-he could go by sight which was looking pretty 
dismal for him and his people; or he could go by faith and what he believed to 
be true about the God he served. If he chose to stand firm in his faith, God 
would watch over his people and bring the faithful remnant home, in His     
perfect timing and in His perfect way.   

Imagine being King Ahaz and knowing two different nations were marching in 
to take you down-one who had been your brother before Israel divided.         
Imagine what he was feeling and the pressure he faced as Judah’s leader. The 
future for Judah did not look good. Isaiah made it clear that he should continue 
to stand firm in his faith, or he would not stand at all. This meant if he chose to 
forego trusting in and following God’s ways, he would not survive the blows 
that were sure to come.  But...if he did stand firm in his faith, God would      
ensure the faithful remnant survived. His decision involved much more than 
his own life; it affected an entire nation.   

We all have moments like this when we are faced with a choice-do 
we bail on everything we know and believe in when our back is up against the 
wall, or do we stand firm in our faith and know it’s  only by God’s strength 
and power that we remain standing? Stand firm in what you know to be 
true-especially when you can’t see. Let others see you standing.
